Tuluğ received his B.A. from Music and Arts University of the City of Vienna where he won Yehudi Menuhin Live Music Prize with Tomo Keller (Academy of St. Martin in the Fields, violin and leader). After studying piano, chamber music and composition he received an invitation to teach vocal ensemble, song interpretation ,vocal coaching and Choir conducting from renowned Performing Arts Studios Vienna, a successful private training academy for musical theater singers, actors and dancers in the German-speaking realm.  
 He served there as a musical director and assistant musical director for productions including  Finix-Michael Schnack-,  Manhattan Murder Mystery-George Gershwin-, Time Out, Figaro-Daniel Grosse Boymann, Elephant Man-Niclas Ramdohr, Peter Lund-, The Journey of Odyssey, Johann Strauss and Mozart Concerts, A Good Man-Ray Leslee, Philip Goodman-, as well as numerous revues and industry shows.  
Winner of the best film score entitled, “A Step Into the Darkness” (Atıl İnaç, 2010) in 21’st Ankara Film Festival Tuluğ Tırpan has composed and seen produced two full-length musicals (Hearts and Figaro), arranged and orchestrated programs for well-known Turkish celebrity, eurovision song contest winner Sertab Erener, and composed music for stage plays by Aziz Nesin-Ne dersin Azizim-, Shakespeare-King Lear-, Adalet Ağaoğlu-Kozalar-, Ahmet Sami-Hayal-i Temsil- 
In 2007, due to the Unesco Mevlana year he composed critically acclaimed  "Mevlana the Alchemist" Symphonic Poem. It was performed with Vienna Classical Players and Voralberg Symphony Orchestra with great success.
 
In 2008 his Eco Spiritual Symphony, “Gaia- A new hope for life” (Inspired by James Lovelock) was performed in Istanbul by Wiener Jeunesse Orchestra.
 
In November 2010 his large orchestral work for three female voices, narrator, piano, choir and orchestra “ Oratorio for Turkish Heroines” premiered in Izmir with great success and embraced 30.000 people in two days.
Among the performers of the composer are such groups and orchestras: Vienna Classical Players, Amsterdam Metropole Orchestra, İzmir, Istanbul and Bursa State Symphony, Aşkın Ensemble, Prag Philharmonic, Wiener Jeunesse Orchestra, Voralberg Symphony, Makam String Ensemble, Izmir State Opera and Ballet and Eskişehir Symphony Orchestra.

Recording primarily for Lin Records, Tırpan plays original compositions, jazz arrangements of Balkan and Anatolian folk music. He has played and recorded solo and with co-leaders Fernando Paiva, Juan Garcia Herreros, Benny Greb, Al di Meola, Dave Weckl, Mike Stern, Trilok Gurtu and others. 

In March 2012 Tuluğ Tırpan performed all the Beethoven piano and violin sonatas in three days with reknown Turkish violonist Cihat Aşkın.
In 2012, Tırpan teamed with world-renowned percussionist Trilok Gurtu for a project called "Spellbound" featuring Paulo Fresu, Nils Peter Molvaer, Ambrose Akinmusire and Ibrahim Maalouf.
Tuluğ serves as a regular juror for the İzmir Karşıyaka Municipality High School Band Contest and he is a board member of Education Volunteers Foundation of Turkey(TEGV)
